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Part 4: Operation & Care

1. Operation

a) Assembly and construction:

Check all fastenings for any loosened screws etc. If found, please tighten
appropriately. Continue to monitor during use.

b) Height adjustment:

1. Do not pull or apply pressure to accelerate the lift or down.

2. Pull up the backrest to adjust the angle, push all the way up and release to
recover.

3. Adjust the bed to full height and back down several times, right after
unpacking, to prime the hydraulic fluid. This will keep the motor smooth and
responsive.

c) Inuse:

1. For safety, ensure that your customers enter and exit the bed at its lowest
position.

2. Do not let customer to sit on the edges, or either end of bed.

3. Ensure the bed is placed on a flat secure surface and does not create trip
hazards with cables or fixtures.

4. If any instability is noticed during use, discontinue use and ensure the bed is
checked by a suitably qualified person.

5. Keep the motor away from water.

6. Avoid direct sunlight or heat sources.

2. Upholstery Care

Clean using a damp cloth and always dry after cleaning.

For stubborn dirt use mild detergent and wipe clean with water, afterwards,
and dry.

Do not use any strong solvents on the upholstery such as alcohol or acetone.
Do not use abrasives of any kind.

Do not use brushes or scouring products.

3. Metal Frame Care
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Best practice includes:

Wear clean gloves.

Avoid contact with strong and abrasive floor cleaners.

When cleaning nearby surfaces, protect the frame by covering with plastic.
Do not allow corrosive materials to contact the frame. Keeping stainless steel
products clean and free of salt or other corrosive elements
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Never use the following products to clean stainless steel:

Oven cleaners

Chloride bleach

All-purpose cleaners

Any cleaner containing chloride

Steel wool or other abrasive scrubbing pads
